He soon began par-

ticipating in multi-event competition at the 

National and International level. 
   Bob has won a total of 49 medals in vari-

ous track & Field events at LSOG.  
   Bob attended Nationals in 2001 and won a 

Gold medal in high jump, and a Bronze 

medal in The 400 meters and the long jump. 
   In 1992 Bob competed in the USATF out-

door championship and won Bronze in the 

long and triple jump. He has also competed 

in National and World Championships in 

the Pentathlon, Heptathlon, and Decathlon.
